Code of Chivalry

1)  Prowess – seek excellence in all endeavors, especially justice rather than personal repute

2)  Justice – seek always the “right” path, unencumbered by bias or personal interest

3)  Loyalty – known for unwavering commitment to people and ideals

4)  Defense – sworn by oath to defend his lord, nation, and family

5)  Courage – choosing the more difficult path that takes personal sacrifice in service

6)  Faith – faith roots you and gives hope against despair

7)  Humility – value first the contributions of others; do not boast of your own accomplishments, let others do this for you

8)  Largesse – be generous in so far as your resources allow, it counters gluttony

9)  Nobility – seek great stature of character by holding to the virtues and duties of a knight, realizing that though the ideals cannot be reached, the quality of striving towards them ennobles the spirit
10)  Franchise – seek to emulate all of these qualities because it is right

List of duties:
1) Never attack an unarmed foe, or from
    behind, or with a greater weapon.

2) Avoid lying, cheating, torture.
3) Protect the innocent.

4) Respect women.

5) Exhibit self-control.

6) Avenge the wronged

7) Never abandon a friend or noble cause.

8) Die with valor.

9) Exhibit manners and politeness.

10) Be chaste.

The Ten Commandments of the Code of Chivalry

1)  Thou shalt believe all that the Church teaches, and shalt observe all its directions.

2)  Thou shalt defend the Church.

3)  Thou shalt respect all weaknesses, and shalt constitute the defender of them.

4)  Thou shalt love thy country and thy king.
5)  Thou shalt not recoil before thine enemy.

6)  Thou shalt make war against the Infidel without cessation, and without mercy.

7)  Thou shalt perform scrupulously thy feudal duties, if they not be contrary to the laws of God, including being just and fair, never acting cowardly or overusing force.
8)  Thou shalt never lie, and shall remain faithful to thy pledged word.

9)  Thou shalt be generous, and give largess to everyone.

10)  Thou shalt be everywhere and always the champion of the Right and the Good against Injustice and Evil.
