Taming of the Shrew Character Study

· Choose a character from Taming of the Shrew.  Based on information given in the play, draw a picture that shows what the character looks like or is like or both.  For example, Petruchio is like a bull so I could draw a bull or other things that Petruchio is like.  You could also do a collage of picture that you draw or cut out of a magazine that describes what your character is like.

· Find a line from the play that describes your character and write them on your paper.  Make sure you note the line numbers, act and scene.

· Write down all the words you can think of to describe this character.  What are his/her traits.

· Rubric:
