Satire Project

For the following assignment, you will be using one of the following options:

1) Political/Social Cartoon – We have looked at a few different cartoons that satirize political and social ideas.  Now it’s your turn to create one.  Here are the requirements:

· Student has drawn visuals that demonstrate the use of line, color, balance, and other artistic ability that shows the artist cares about work.  10 points
· The text for the cartoon enhances the satire by using a specific technique of satire (irony, wit, sarcasm, exaggeration,  humor, etc.) and makes sense for the picture.  10 points
· The cartoon’s message is easily understood by the text and pictures. 10 points
· List the techniques you use in the cartoon. 10 points
· Student writes an analysis of his/her cartoon that explains the issue being satirized, the inspiration behind the cartoon, and the cartoonist’s view on the issue. 30 points
2) Newspaper Story – We have examined a few different newspaper articles ( The Onion) that satirize political and social ideas.  Now it’s your turn to write a news article.  Here are the requirements:

· The story has a headline that is creative and hints to the story’s point.  10 points
· The article imitates good newspaper writing by including who, what, where, when, why, and how.  10 points
· The article clearly demonstrates the author’s intent to satirize the specific content by using specific techniques of satire (irony, wit, sarcasm, exaggeration, humor, etc) 10 points
· Underline and label the techniques in the story where you have used the techniques and the techniques help the reader understand what is being critiqued. 10 points
· Student writes an analysis of his/her story that explains the issue that is being satirized, the inspiration behind the writing of the story, and the writer’s view on the issue.  30 points
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
