Dante’s Inferno
For this assignment, you will be creating a circle of hell based on your philosophy of sin (just like Dante).  Dante unmasked his view of hell as where human corruption fuelled by malice, passion, and fraud is a choice.  And those conscious and continual choices of corruption will ultimately create a world of eternal punishment, befitting those sinful choices.  But Dante didn’t believe that committing these sins meant you were destined for hell.  He believed if you wanted to redeem this sinful path, you only need to choose not to continue this choice—when you know better, you do better.

For this project, you need to decide which sin belongs inside the circle you are going to represent.  To complete your portrayal of this circle, you need to select a guide (like Virgil) to pilot you through this circle of hell.  Also like Dante, you need to write about what the meaning of sin is (in other words why is this sinful) and explain moral redemption or how does one redeem oneself so they can go to Paradise (Heaven).  Here are the requirements:

· Poster or visual needs one circle of hell that has a title.  10 points

· The circle includes a visual of what it looks like.  10 points

· The circle includes 1 paragraph that explains who is in this circle, why this is “sinful”, and describe how they are being punished.  (Do not put anyone from LHS in your circle) 20 points
· Your guide needs to be visually represented on poster. 10 points

· A paragraph explanation of why this person is your guide. 10 points

· Need a paragraph that explains your views on how one gains moral redemption from “sin”.  10 points

For a grade of A or B, you need to do all of the above plus:
· Poster’s visuals are creative and use artistic techniques such as line, color, balance, contrast, etc.  10 points

· The guide is unique and creative and shows careful consideration. 10 points

· Paragraphs are well-constructed, descriptive, unique, and creative.  10 points
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
